BACKGROUND 
The international conference on “Hydrological Regime and Water Resources Management in the Context of Climate Change – HWCC2010” will be held at the Sofitel Plaza, Hanoi city, Vietnam, followed by a one-day technical visit and the 18th Regional Steering Committee (RSC) Meeting for UNESCO International Hydrological Programme for Southeast Asia and the Pacific (UNESCO-IHP SEAP).

ABSTRACT GUIDELINES
In 300‐500 words, prepared in Microsoft Word document using Arial 12‐point, TEXT only without graphs, tables of illustrative materials, written in English. Deadline to Submit Abstracts is 30 June, 2010.

Abstracts will be considered by a committee and will be used only for tentative selection. Final selection and acceptance is based on the completed paper submitted on time. Excellent papers will be recommended for publishing in special issue of some journals.

Notification of acceptance or rejection of abstracts will be sent 31 July, 2010. Detailed instructions regarding paper format and presentation requirements will be sent to authors along with their notification of abstract acceptance.
GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS

Based on the IAHS Guidelines Published 2007 by IAHS Press

· must be submitted in both MS Word and PDF format.

· failure to meet the formatting requirements could result in your paper not being included in the Proceedings CD.

· write in English

· present the material simply and concisely; in particular cross-check details of references

· use 12 pt Times New Roman font (also in Equation Editor) and set the paper size to A4 (21 × 29.7 cm)

· include tables and figures at appropriate points in the text; plan their layout to use page space economically and ensure all figures and tables are cited in the text, in numerical order

· use figures and tables sparingly; plan their layout to use page space economically and ensure all figures and tables are cited in the text, in numerical order

· check that all the figures and tables are clearly legible

· embed graphics for all figures, saved in the word processed file (e.g. Word), if non-standard fonts are used they must be embedded

· suggested paper length is 8 pages, including all figures, tables and references. Papers exceeding the 8- page limit, up to a maximum of 10 pages.
